Who: Participation in the Archdiocesan Youth Rally is open to all high school youth


(Grades 9-12) and their adult chaperones only (no Junior High students, please).

Cost: Registration fee for all participants is $29.00 (early bird) and $37.00 (standard), which includes lunch. (You may wish to charge an additional fee for transportation).


The t-shirt charge is extra. See below.

Registration Procedure:

1.
Parishes will not send names to the Youth Ministry Office as in previous years. To

simplify the process of registration, parishes are only asked to provide numbers of youth and adults attending. If completing the Early Bird Registration, we also ask for the numbers and sizes of T-shirts the group would like. T-shirts can only be ordered with an Early Bird Registration form that is post marked by October 17, 2008. There will be no exceptions.

Before October 17, parishes will be asked to send in:

After October 17, parishes will be asked to send in:

On the day of the rally parishes will be expected to bring:

A copy of the medical/liability waiver for each youth

A copy of the event permission slip for each youth

A copy of the adult off-site event waiver for each adult

Name tags for each participant, including adults

The responsibility falls on the group contact to ensure that all these forms are completed, collected, and delivered to the Registration booth.

The Registration booth will give each parish a bracelet for each form they receive. A student without proper forms will not be allowed access to the rally. In that. situation, an adult must accompany the student in the lobby area until either a completed form is brought to the rally or his/her parents pick him/her up.

Each parish/school is asked to bring name tags to identify the youth and adults from their group. Name tags should be easy to read and should identify the parish/school where the participants are from.

When a group departs, the group contact must report to the registration booth to pick-up the group's medical/permission forms.

Registration: To register your participants, please use the attached registration forms. (Please


print clearly all information in full. Incomplete forms will be returned).

Do not send individual registrations from the brochure or email registrations to our office.

Registration deadline:


*Early Bird Deadline - Postmarked by October 17, 2008


Early Bird registration allows participants to order a t-shirt with their


registration. The cost for Early Bird registration is $29.00.

Standard Registration - Postmarked after October 17, 2008

Deadline for registrations is November 1,2008

Any registrations received after November 1 will be returned.

The cost for standard registrations is $37.00 (no t-shirts may be ordered)

You may send in more than one group registration form (ie: one early bird registration and one standard registration); however, please make sure that the Contact Person information is exactly the same on all forms.

No registrations will be accepted by phone or at the door.

Due to several factors, no refunds will be available.

Checks made out for the Total Due at the bottom of each registration form must accompany the registration form. Mail check (made payable to: Office of Youth Ministry) and registration form to:

Chaperones: Groups must have one adult chaperone per every ten youth in attendance, with a minimum of two adults.

All adults must register, pay the fee, and plan to participate in the full day's activities. Adults will also be asked to help in various ways at the rally. 
Cancellations: If you have last minute cancellations in your group, you may substitute another

person. Since registrations are only asking for parish numbers, names of those attending


is not relevant to us until your group arrives.

What to Bring: Parishes are asked to bring a container (small jar) of water from their baptismal font. These containers of water will be mingled to form flowing waters at a central water font at the rally.

RiverWalk Film Festival: Parishes are invited to compete in our first RiverWalk Film Festival. Youth are asked to put together a brief video (between 2 and 7 minutes) that features how water is used to enhance their spiritual lives. Videos must be appropriate in content, must avoid using copyrighted materials (songs, images, etc.), and must include at least five teens from the parish. The videos will be shown during the Riv~rWalk portion of the rally and will be judged by a select panel of teens and adults. Each group that submits a video will receive a free drink at the "God's Calling Beveragamania." The winning group will receive a rally prize package for their parish and the winning video will be shown in the Exhibit Hall during the rally. Other prizes are also available. Videos must be submitted on a CD/DVD in either DVD, MOV, WMV, or MPEG format to the Youth Ministry Office by November 1st. For more information, visit the rally website atwww.thirstrally.com.

Parking: Parking meters in Waterloo are free on Sundays. Bus parking information will be available closer to the event. Please contact the youth ministry office closer to the rally for specific information.

PermissionlMedical Release: All youth participants must complete an Annual Consent-Waiver Form and a Permission Form. These forms have been changed. The new and only acceptable versions of these forms can be found on First Class in the Self-Insurance Conference. The forms that must be completed are called: "OSE-ANNUAL CONSENT​WAIVER FORM 0809" and "OSE-PERMISSION FORM 0809". These forms may be printed, but not saved. To help you, the "Permission form" has fields that can have information typed in before it is printed. Please type in: your parish/school name, person in charge, grades (="9-12"), event and purpose (= "Arcdiocesan Youth Rally, to provide positive prayer and community experiences"), departure and return time, cost of event, and form of transportation. Print and make several copies. You cannot save this form with that information. These forms will be collected at the Registration booth until the end of the day. Please do not mail these medical forms to our office.
